PREFATA PREFACE

Acest studiu face parte dintr-o serie de studii care pro-
moveazi cunoasterea tehnologiilor limbajului si a po-
tentialului lor. El se adreseaza jurnalistilor, politicieni-
lor, comunititilor lingvistice si tuturor celor interesati
de limba roméani. In Europa, disponibilitatea si utiliza-
rea tehnologiilor limbajului variazi dela o limbi la alta.
In consecinti, sunt necesare si actiuni diferite pentru a
sprijini in continuare cercetarea si dezvoltarea acestor
tehnologii. Actiunile necesare depind de mai multi fac-
tori, cum ar fi complexitatea unei anumite limbi sau di-
mensiunea comunititii care o foloseste. META-NET,
o retea de excelentd finantati de Comisia Europeani,
a efectuat o analizd a resurselor si tehnologiilor ling-
vistice actuale prin intermediul studiilor de fati (vezi
lista lor la pag. 87). Aceastd analizi s-a concentrat pe
cele 23 de limbi oficiale ale Uniunii Europene, precum
si asupra altor limbi nationale si regionale importante
din Europa. Rezultatele acestei analize indica faptul
cd existd un deficit enorm in sprijinirea tehnologiei si
lacune de cercetare semnificative pentru fiecare limba.
Analiza detaliatd prezentati si evaluarile expertilor vor
contribui la maximizarea impactului cercetirilor ulte-
rioare. META-NET este formati din 54 de centre de
cercetare din 33 de tiri (in luna noiembrie 2011, vezi
pag. 83), care colaboreazi cu persoane cheie din dome-
niul afacerilor (companii de software, furnizori de teh-
nologie, utilizatori), din agentii guvernamentale, or-
ganizatii de cercetare, organizatii nonguvernamentale,
comunititi lingvistice si universititi europene. impre-
uni cu aceste comunititi, META-NET dezvolti o vi-
ziune comuna asupra tehnologiei si o agendi strate-
gicd de cercetare pentru o Europi multilingvi la nivelul

anului 2020.

This white paper is part of a series that promotes
knowledge about language technology and its poten-
tial. It addresses journalists, politicians, language com-
munities, educators and others.

The availability and use of language technology in
Europe varies between languages. Consequently, the
actions that are required to further support research
and development of language technologies also dif-
fers. The required actions depend on many factors,
such as the complexity of a given language and the size
of its community. META-NET, a Network of Excel-
lence funded by the European Commission, has con-
ducted an analysis of current language resources and
technologies in this white paper series (p. 87). The
analysis focused on the 23 official European languages
as well as other important national and regional lan-
guages in Europe. The results of this analysis suggest
that there are tremendous deficits in technology sup-
port and significant research gaps for each language.
The given detailed expert analysis and assessment of
the current situation will help maximise the impact of
additional research. As of November 2011, META-
NET consists of 54 research centres from 33 European
countries (p. 83). META-NET is working with stake-
holders from economy (Software companies, techno-
logy providers, users), government agencies, research
organisations, non—governmental organisations, lan-
guage communities and European universities. To-
gether with these communities, META-NET is creat-
ing a common technology vision and strategic research

agenda for multilingual Europe 2020.
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
