The 28th International Symposium on Computer and Information Sciences (ISCIS
2013) was held on 28th and 29th October 2013, and it was hosted at the Institut
Henri Poincaré, which is France’s institute for the mathematical sciences, in the
Latin Quarter of Paris.

In addition to the papers that are contained in these proceedings, the symposium
included three keynote presentations:

All of the accepted papers were revised based on numerous referee reports.
